Robert Moore School Public Information Session 
A Public Information Session is scheduled for Wednesday, Janu-
ary 16, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. at Robert Moore School in the gymna-
sium.  The purpose of the meeting is to provide information re-
garding the construction of a new facility on Robert Moore School 
property. 
The government of Ontario is providing planning approval to the 
Rainy River District School Board for a total capitalized value of 
$9.8 million to address facility conditions for students in Robert 
Moore School and F.H. Huffman School.  Both schools have been 
declared prohibitive to repair, which means the cost of repair ex-
ceeds the cost of rebuilding.  The Board is looking forward to the 
planning and construction process, and will begin a design proc-
ess by enlisting the support of parents, community members, and 
other partners.  The Rainy River District School Board plans to 
rebuild Robert Moore School on the present site, and has begun a 
consultation process to determine the future of F.H. Huffman 
School.  The Accommodation Review Committee will complete a 
consultation process with a recommendation from the committee 
in April.
